Cleaning the Keyboard
Estimated time 5-15 minutes

Disconnect the computer keyboard.

Flip the keyboard and give some head shots to force out any trapped object.

Torching the keyboard with compressed air between the keys, to loosen any particles that have not come to blows.

Dampen a cloth or sponge and clean with isopropyl alcohol, and other keys on the keyboard. That should restore the natural brightness of the keyboard.

If your keyboard has keys that are too dirty or stuck, it may be necessary to remove and clean them individually, it is recommended that the order to remove the keys when relocating remain in the correct order is maintained.

with a damp cloth to clean the keyboard cable.

reconnect the keyboard.
Cleaning Internal PC Components

The electronic equipment tends to attract dust from the air, on the back of the power supply there is a fan that pulls the air vents on the front of the cabinet, through the components of the PC, and out the back of the power source.

Along the way, the heat and dust are lifted and taken to the power source. You can usually remove dust by blowing compressed air through the vent holes of the power supply, which will force the dust out of the holes of the fan.

A critical part of computer maintenance process is to review the voltage of 5 and 12 v power source.
Contacts

Clean contacts and connector helps to ensure a reliable connection between the devices that are connected to the mother board system. On the motherboard, make sure to clean the grooves connecting the connectors of the power supply, and keyboard and mouse connectors. The expansion cards, clean the edge that is inserted into the slot connection and any other connector.

IMPORTANT: THE CLEANING REALIZALA CONTACT ONLY WHEN YOU HAVE ALREADY blown out THE CPU TO AVOID A DUST CONNECTORS DROP THEM.

To clean the contacts and connectors use a cleaning solution of electrical contacts with lubricant to clean the contacts moisten a cloth or sponge in the solution, then contact the bank likes to clean grease and dirt.

Approximate time 20-25 minutes
STEPS:

Turning off the computer

Remove the computer cover

grounded

Inspect all cables and connections, look, loose, abused or simply damaged, burned wires If you find a cable that is damaged or abused in any way must be replaced immediately.

It is also suggested that if a cable is too tight to be replaced by a longer one.

Now it is time to use compressed air or vacuum.

Air jets shoot entire computer. Pay special attention to the heat sink and fan on the processor, power supply, fans of the cabinet. Remove expansive cards and clean the connectors with a cloth moistened with lubricant solution contacts.

If the cabinet has air filter remove it and clean it with warm water, dry it and place it again.

Reconnect all connectors and cards.

Check that any cable slack or near fans and put back the lid of the cabinet and connect to power.
Cleaning the Mouse

Approximate cleaning 5-10 minutes.

STEPS:

Disconnect the computer mouse.

Dampen a clean cloth with cleaning solution (preferably alcohol)

Wipe clean with the outer surface of the mouse. Being careful with the buttons.

Locate and remove the circular containing the mouse ball disk drive, you must have arrows indicating which direction to rotate the disc to remove.

After removing the disc and ball clean with rag put them on a clean surface.

Using cloth moistened with alcohol to clean the container gently towball traction ensuring that the cloth is not too wet.

Inside the container there pulling the ball rolls, which are likely to have a layer of dirt that must be removed with tweezers or other object.

Weapon mouse and plug it into the computer.
